1. Description
1.1. The minirally “Jaunpils rallijs 2007” is taking place in Latvia, districts of Tukums and Dobele, 01.-02. June 2007.
1.2. LAF visa No: 038/07
The minirally is registered in the calendar 2007 of the Latvian Automobile Federation. 
The minirally is the 4th event of the open minirally championship of the Republic of the Latvia 2007 (in further – the Championship). 
1.3. Rally HQ: castle of Jaunpils, district of Tukums, municipality of Jaunpils, 
01 June 2007 from 11:15 till 23:00, 02 June 2007 from 09:00 till 20:00. 
1.4. Start of the minirally: 02 June 2007 at 10:00, nearby Rally HQ, nearby castle of Jaunpils. 
1.5. Service parks: 
service park „JAUNPILS” (also park for trailers) – 

machine-shop of farm „Joži”, district of Tukums, municipality of Jaunpils, 

from 01 June 2007 at 11:00 till 02 June 2007 at 20:00;

service park „AUCE” –

1.7. Route:

Overall length – ~ 170 km  

Number of special stages (SS) - 7
Overall length of special stages – ~ 60 km (longest SS ~ 14 km, shortest SS ~ 1,5 km)

Road surface of SS: gravel and asphalt (surface of asphalt is not exceeding 3% of overall length of SS)
Minirally consists of 1 leg (3 sections)
The detailed route, the itinerary and Controls are presented in the Road Book.

1.8. Prohibited areas:

It is forbidden for crew members, entrants and their representatives from 28.04.2007. till 01.06.2007 at 11:50 to move along the roads published in the scheme of locality of the minirally`s route, excepting persons, which are able to present to representatives of the Organizer a written permission issued by the LAF Public racing commission. 

For each established infringement of this rule entrant will be penalized with cash penalty 500 LVL.

3. Entries
3.1. Opening date for entries: 30.04.2007.
Correctly filled and signed entry form (Appendix 3) must reach the Organizer no later than 28.05.2007. at 17:00. 
Entries can be sent by e-mail to info@jaunpils2007.lv or by fax to (+371) 67004010.
Registration of crews in www.jaunpils2007.lv and www.4rati.lv has only informative meaning.
3.2. Entrants, which have sent entries to the Organizer, but are not taking part in this minirally, have to inform the Organizer in written till 28.05.2007. at 17:00. Otherwise the LAF Public racing commission will be informed in order to apply the penalty. 
If the entry is sent by fax or e-mail, the original entry form with relevant payment document or guarantee letter enclosed must reach the Organizer no later than the crew arrives in order to receive recconaisance documents. 
It is allowed to specify details concerning the co-driver during Administrative checks of the crew.
3.3. Any physical or legal entity is allowed to participate in the minirally, if is holder of a valid competitor’s license issued by LAF or other ASN. 
In compliance to Articles 3.2. and 3.3. of the Regulations of the Championship participation in the minirally is allowed to sportsmen, which have no rally licence  issued  either by the LAF Public racing commission or foreign ASN, and also to drivers and co-drivers, which have no driver`s licence, including drivers and co-drivers, which have not attain the age of 18. 
The entries will be accepted and the competition number will be given to the crew only if entry will be accompanied by the total amount of the entry fee ori f the Organizer has reached the guarantee letter of the legal person about payment of the entry fee in the fixed term.
When the entry form is signed by the entrant, it means permission for the Organizer to publish in the mass media selected by the Organizer any information included in the entry form.
3.4. Utmost limit of crews accepted in the minirally – 120. 
If the Organizer has reached larger amount of entries, crews accepted in the minirally will be selected by the Organizer.
Competition numbers to crews will be given by the Organizer according to agreement with the LAF Public racing commission, on the basis of results carried off by the crew in the other rally competitions. To the crews entered in the ROAD class competiting numbers will be given with the purpose to leave them behind crews entered in other classes.
It is allowed to participate in the minirally with the cars of any make, if they are up to requirements of the Traffic laws and CSDD, and Technical regulations of the LAF Public racing commission.

Competiting cars will be divided in 5 classification classes according to the regulations of the Championship:

· 1600
single- axle drive cars with engine size up to 1600 cm3
· 1600+ 
single-axle drive cars with engine size over 1600 cm3
· 4WD 
all-wheel drive cars with atmospheric engines
· 4WD+ 
all-wheel drive cars with turbocharged engines
· ROAD 
cars not mandatory to have rollcage

3.5. Entry fee 210 LVL must be paid till 01.06.2007. at 22:30. 
If entry fee will be paid till 28.05.2007., the entry fee is:

· for classification classes 1600, 1600+, 4WD, 4WD+  – 105 LVL


· for classification class ROAD  – 75 LVL 

Crews, which refuse the optional advertising of the Organizer, must pay double entry fee and check relevant item in the entry form. The advertising on the competiting numbers and rally plates are obligatory advertising and does not submit to refusal.

3.7. Entry fee will be repaid: 
· if the minirally will not take place due to fault of the Organizer – in full,
· if the minirally will not take place due to conditions of force majeure - 75%,

· if the entry will be not accepted – in full,
· if the crew is not able to start due to conditions of force majeure verified by the ASN - 25%.
4. Insurance
4.1. All competiting cars must hold a third party insurance policy valid in the Republic of Latvia. 
Trafiic laws of the Republic of Latvia are compulsory for all crews during the minirally.
4.2. Any crew member in Administrative checks must present valid accident insurance policy with sum of insurance no less than 1000 LVL (or 1500 EUR). 

Insurance policy must include insurance risks such as death, disability and traumata; the enlargement of insurance risks with autosport is required. 
5. Advertising
5.1. Competition numbers, rally plates and the advertising of the Organizer must be affixed on the car according to instructions of the Organizer (s. Appendix 4) before the scrutineering. Infringements will be penalized with refusal to start. Changes in the shape, layout or dimensions of the advertising labels, if no agreed by the Organizer, will be penalized with cash penalty. 
5.2. Entrants are allowed to place on thec cars any advertising compatible with requirements of Chapters 8 and 32 of LAF Nacional sporting code, considering into account requirements of the Organizer, establishedin theAppendix 4. 
6. Recconaisance
6.1. Reconnaisance documents will be issued in the Rally HQ in tha castle of Jaunpils during the Administrative checks. 
Together with reconnaissance documents labels “Recce” for recce cars (also permit to enter into service parks) and recce cards will be issued by the Organizer. 
6.2. The schedule of recce will be published in the Bulletin. 
The procedure of recce:
· for classes 1600, 1600+, 4WD, 4WD+  – the route of any SS, except SS1, is allowed to run twice; the route of SS1 is allowed to run once;
· for class ROAD  – the route of SS1 is allowed to run once; other SS are not available for recce. 
The number of recce drives will be registered by marshals. 

The Organizer is entitled to change the number of recce drives, if entrants are informed of that during receipt of reconnaissance documents. 
6.3. Restrictions:

6.3.1.
It is allowed to use recce cars. It is prohibited to use rally gravel tyres and M+S tyres. Infringements will be penalized with cash penalty 200 LVL. 
6.3.2.
Recce cards must be presented to authorized persons of the Organizer or to police on first request. Recce cards must be handed in at the start of the last SS before the last recce drive.
6.3.3.
It is forbidden to drive the route of SS in opposite direction. 
6.3.4. If lower speed limit is not set down by traffic signs or by the Organizer, the speed limit for recce is: 
· for road sections – according to speed limits set down by Traffic laws – 50 kph in populated areas, 90 kph  apdzīvotās vietās, 90 km/h out of populated areas; 

· for SS – 50 kph.

During recce roads are not closed for public traffic. It is forbidden for crews to endanger other participants of public traffic or safety of the traffic on roads, or to trouble inhabitants near by the route.

The note: this is reconnaissance, not practice! 
6.4. The Organizer and police will supervise the compliance with the rules of recce.
For unauthorized reconnaissance before 01.06.2007. 11:50 AM entrant will be penalized with cash penalty 500 LVL. For exceed of allowed number of recce drives the crew will be penalized in compliance to decision of Steward up to refusal to start.
The penalties for exceed of speed limits and other infringements are applied according to these conditions:

1st infringement:
up to 20 kph – 80 LVL;
above 20 kph – 160 LVL

2nd infringement:
up to 20 kph – 120 LVL;
above 20 kph – 320 LVL

3rd infringement:
in compliance to Steward`s decision.

The Organizer is entitled to inform of infringments during recce the appropriate ASN. 
6.5. Together with reconnaissance documents to the each crew these materials will be issued by the Organizer: 

· competition numbers and the rally plate, 
· advertising of the Organizer – obligatory and optional,
· schema of placement of the Organizer`s advertising (s. Appendix 4), 
· 2 labels “Serviss” for service cars of the crew (pass for service parks), 
· label “Recce” for recce car of the crew (pass for service parks),
· 8 personal passes for service parks: driver, co-driver, entrant, service staff (3 persons) and supporters (2 persons). 
7. Administrative checks
7.1. Entrants or their representatives must arrive to Administrative checks in the Rally HQ in the castle of Jaunpils on 01.06.2007. from 11:20 till 17:00 according to this schedule:

For late arrival to Administrative checks the crew will be penalized with cash penalty 30 LVL.
7.2.
The following documents must be presented in Administrative checks: 
· for foreigner entrants – permission of ASN, 
· competitor`s licence and driver`s licence issued by LAF Public racing commission or one-off licence (according to regulations of the Championship these licence can be drawn up during Administrative checks),

· driver`s licence (except cases established in regulations of the Championship),

· accident insurance policies of crew members, 
· third party insurance policy,

· registration documents of competition car.
8. Scrutineering
8.1. Crews or their representatives with competition car after reconnaissance must arrive to the Scrutineering in the Service park “JAUNPILS” on 01.06.2007. from 16:50 till 22:30 according to this schedule:

For late arrival to Scrutineering the crew will be penalized with cash penalty 30 LVL.

8.2. Competition numbers, rally plates and Organizer`s advertising must be affixed on the competiting car in compliance with Organizer`s instructions (s. Appendix 4) before Scrutineering.
8.3. During Scrutineering the crew must present helmets of both crew members (the helmets will be marked) and overalls as well as these documents of the car: 
· certificate of registration of the car,

· sporting technical passport (for cars, which needs to),
· declaration of safety equipment (s. Appendix 5), 
· third party insurance policy.
8.4. At the latest 15 minutes after Scrutineering the car must be placed in the Parc fermé.

9. The start of the minirally
9.1. Publication of the start list – on 01.06.2007. at 23:00 on the ONB nearby the Rally HQ, nearby castle of Jaunpils. 
9.2. All fines for pre-start infringements must be paid till the start of the rally. Fines can be paid to the representative of the Organizer in Rally HQ in the castle of Jaunpils.  For noncompliance with this condition the crew will be penalized with refusal to start. 
9.3. The start of the minirally – on 02.06.2007. at 10:00 nearby Rally HQ, nearby castle of Jaunpils. 
9.4. Starting interval for all crews – 1 minute. Crews entered in the ROAD class will start after crews entered in other classes. 
10. Features of the minirally
10.1. All SS are speed tests for all classes except ROAD. 
For ROAD the SS1 is speed test, other SS are competition of sinchronized regularity. 
10.2. The crew is allowed to enter Parc Fermé 10 minutes before target time to TC1. 
Timecards will be issued at these marshal points: 
· for 1st section –
when entering Parc Fermé,
· for 2nd section –
at TC1a,
· for 3rd section –
at TC3a.
The timecard of 3rd section crew must hand in at marshal point TC8.
After 2nd section the regroup is organized in order to set up new start times for the crews with purpose to complete the starting times of retired crews, but not to change starting order set up in start list. 
10.3. The crew must drive through retarders placed on the route in accordance to instructions set up in the Road Book by the Organizer; it is forbidden to move delimiters of the retarder. The fact judge will establish the conformity with instructions of the Organizer.  

For moving or inverting of the delimiters of the retarder the crew will be penalized with 5 seconds (for each element),

For incorrect drive through the retarder or no drive through the retarder the crew will be penalized with 1 minute,

For breaking of the delimiters of the retarder the crew will be penalized with the cash penalty 50 LVL (for each element).

10.4. The competitions of synchronized regularity for ROAD class: 
The crew will drive the route twice. In both drives precision must be the same; result will be counted as difference between both drives – the smallest difference means better result.
Result will be taken with precision till tenth of second. 
At Administrative checks to crews entered in ROAD class will be issued time standarts for each SS set up by the Organizer. The time standart set up by the Organizer must be complied with precision ± 1 second.

In accordance to Article 34.7. of the Code the previously unknown TCs can be placed on route. 
If the time standart is overtaken by the crew more than 7% in the finish or intermediate finish of competitions of synchronized regularity, the crew in accordance to the Steward`s decision can be penalized with exclusion. 
10.5. The start or SS: 
· Crew takes start position after invitation of the start marshal, 

· When the start marshal is signed with gesture about right start position – 40 cm before electronically starting line, competitive car must stay till moment of the start. Crew must to follow by himself to signals of the electronically starting system. 

· Green lights show seconds with 5 second discrete signal of current minute,

· Marshal gives a time card to co-driver 30 second before the start,

· On 55-th second first red light is switched on, on 56-th second 2.red light goes on etc, and on 59-th second the last (fifth) red light is switched on. On full minute (00 seconds) all five red lights go out for the start moment.

· False start will be registered by electronic beam. 

· The final decision to accept the false start is taken by the marshal of the starting line and this decision will be written in starting protocol.

For the false start the crew is penalized according to the Rally part of the LAF National Sporting Code Art.42.11.

In case if it is impossible to give start to the crew with electronically starting system, start will be given regarding to the Rally part of the LAF National Sporting Code Art.42.6.3.

10.6. During all SS (from SS Start till SS Stop) the crew must have fastened seat belts and buckled helmets. Infringements of this rule can be penalized with exclusion. 
10.7. If the crew is stopped in the route of SS for any reason and is not proceeding the route, or if the accident has happened: 
10.7.1.
if the car is on the road or nearby road, and if the car can trouble following cars – the crew must place the red reflective triangle no less than 50 m before the car in order to warn other crews about obstacle on the route, 
10.7.2.
in the case of an accident where the urgent medical attention is required – the crew must immediately inform following crews with red “SOS” sign displayed,
10.7.3.
in the case of an accident where the immediate medical intervention is not required – the crew must clearly show the green “OK” sign to following three crews. 
10.8. If the crew is retired the timecard with filled in reason of retirement must bu handed in to sweeper car (“green light”), which is equipped with flashing green lights and follows behind last competition car. 
For no timecard handed in, or no reason of retirement filled in, or false reason of retirement filled in – the penalty is 30 LVL.
10.9. Crews, which are not duly covered the route established in the Road Book, can re-start in the minirally after crews, which are covered the route in accordance to the Road Book. 
Conditions for re-start in the minirally will be published in the Bulletin. 
10.10. In the finish of the minirally TC8 early arrival is not allowed. After check-in in the TC8 the car must be placed in the Parc Fermé. 
10.11. Identification of officials:

Competitor’s Relations’ Officer
- red tabard 

(photo, phone and schedule of CRO will be published in Appendix 2) 

Chief Marshall at Control Point
- orange tabard

Marshall at Control Point
- yellow tabard 

11. Service parks
11.1. Service, refuel and change of tires are allowed only within the Service Parks „JAUNPILS” un „AUCE”, specified in the Road Book. For infringements of this rule the crew will be penalized in accordance to Steward`s decision.

11.2. Entrance in the Service Parks only for competitive cars, service cars with the label “Service” and recce cars with the label “Recce” is allowed. Persons in order to enter the Service Park must present the personal pass (s. Article 6.5. of these Regulations).
11.3. Entrants are allowed to reserve places in Service parks for crews and teams; routine and conditions of the reservation will be published in www.jaunpils2007.lv.

11.4. During refueling a service carpet under the car must be used.  
11.5. Entrants are responsible for cleanness and order in the crew`s sector of the Service Park and areas alongside of this sector. 
During service a service carpet under the car must be used. 
Washing-out the cars is allowed only in the Service Park “JAUNPILS” in the place specially provided for this purpose; only water is allowed for washing-out the cars in the Service Park. 
For infringements of this rule as well as for enviromental pollution in the areas alongside the Service Park or for any other damages made to them the crew can be penalized with cash penalty up to 350 LVL.

11.6. The entrant is responsible for fire prevention and work safety during refuelling and service.
12. Prize giving
12.1. The prize giving will take place on 02.06.2007. at 20:00 nearby Rally HQ, nearby castle of Jaunpils. 
12.2. Organizer will award the best three crews in each classification class (s. Article 3.4. of these Regulations), if no less than six crews in appropriate classification class have participated. If less than six crews in appropriate classification class have participated, Organizer will award only the best crew.

Organizer will award the best team in team’s classification. 

Organizer and sponsors has rights to give special awards. 

12.3. For the driver and the co-driver of the crew, which is prize winner, the arrival to the press conference and prize giving ceremony is obligatory. The crew will lost their rights to any awards, if they will be absent in the prize giving ceremony.

13. Results
13.1. The provisional final classification of the minirally will be published on 02.06.2007. at 19:40  on the official notice board nearby the Rally HQ, nearby castle of Jaunpils. 

13.2. The results for crews entered in Public auto (ROAD) class will be counted considering results of all SS and all intermediate finishes. 

13.3. Cash penalties for infringements during the minirally must be paid at the rally secretariat during 15 minutes after publishing provisional results. 

13.4. Results of the minirally will be counted in the classification of the Championship. 

14. Protests
Entrant has rights to hand in to competitor’s relation officer a protest regarding decision of the marshals or running the minirally, or results of the minirally. The protest must be addressed to the Steward and it must be handed in according to the General part of LAF National Sporting Code, Art.11. The protest must be accompanied with protest fee 50 LVL.

If the protest requires dismantling and reassembly of differently parts of the car, the claimant must pay an additional deposit specified by the Steward according to regulations of the Championship.
