3.1.
General data

Overall length – 286,84 km

Number of SS - 10

Overall length of SS – 103,94 km (longest SS – 11,81 km, smallest SS – 9,22 km)

Number of SS run twice: 5

Rally consists of two Legs; each of them is divided on two sections. 

Detailed route, timetable, Control Points is presented in the Road Book.

3.2.
Prohibited regions

Drivers, entrants and their representatives are strictly forbidden to visit roads of following civil parishes: Cesvaine, Beļava, Liezere, Litene, Stāmeriena, Stradi. 

Each established infringement of this rule would be penalized with cash penalty 250 LVL.

4.
Eligible cars 


Rally cars in compliance with FIA Code Appendix J for groups A and N are eligible. Also cars of national groups according to parent ASN regulations are allowed in classes provided by Latvian Rally Championship 2003 Regulations.

5.
Entries, administrative checks, scrutineering

5.1.
The rally is open for every physical or legal entity holding a valid competitor’s license issued by LAF or other ASN. 

5.2.
Duly filled and signed entry form (Appendix 1) accompanied by the payment of the entry fee must reach the Organizer till January 31, 2003 at 17:00. 

If the entry form is sent by facsimile, the original entry form with relevant payment document must reach the Organizer not later than February 5 at 12:00.

Details concerning the co-driver could be specified at administrative check of crew.

5.3.
Organizer with recce documentation hand out following materials for each crew: 

· Starting number and rally plates,

· Organizer’s obligatory and additional advertising,

· Label “Service” for crew’s service car and Service Book.

5.4. Following documents should be presented at the administrative check by each crewmember:

- Filled and signed entry form, 

- Entrant’s license issued by ASN, 

- Driver’s license issued by ASN,

- For foreign entrants – agreement of ASN,

- Driver license for road use,

- Green Card or insurance of civil liability, 

- Registration documents of car, for drivers licensed by LAF – technical card issued by LAF,

· For cars of groups A and N – homologation. 

Crew must give information about crew’s service car to Organizer. 

5.5.
All crews must arrive in administrative checks at Rally HQ, Hotel of Gulbene, Gulbene, O.Kalpaka str.27a at February 7, 2003 in compliance with following schedule:

All competitive cars must be presented in pre-rally scrutineering at Technical control station of CSDD, Gulbene, Parka str.2 at February 7 in compliance with following schedule:

Starting numbers, rally plates and Organizer’s advertising must be affixed on competitive car before pre-rally scrutineering. 

Competitive cars must be presented at pre-rally scrutineering with tires complying to 8.4.5.p of present Regulations.

5.7.  After pre-rally scrutineering competitive cars must be placed at pre-rally PF at Technical control station of CSDD, Gulbene, Parka str.2 
5.8. Maximum of crews allowed to start – 80. In case if Organizer will receive more entries, crews will be selected in order of payment of entry fee. 
6.
Entry fees, insurance  

6.1.
Entry fee 150 LVL must be paid till February 4, 2003. In case of payment till January 24, 2003 entry fee is 110 LVL, till January 31, 2003 – 130 LVL. 
6.1.1.
At 6.1.p is described entry fee for crews accepted the full set of Organizer’s additional advertising. 

6.1.2.
If the crew refuses to carry Organizer’s additional advertising, entrant must pay double entry fee and mark refusal from advertising on entry form.    

Advertising on the rally plate and starting numbers are compulsory advertising and refusal from this advertising is impossible. 

6.1.3.

6.2.  The entry applications will be accepted only if accompanied by a total amount or with relevant letter of guarantees from ASN.

6.3.
Entry fees will be refunded: 

- in case of rally not taking place due to fault of Organizer – in full, 

- in case of rally not taking place due to force majeure - 75%, 
- to applicants whose entry has not been accepted – in full,

- if entrant can not start due to force majeure, duly accepted by his parent ASN - 25%.

6.3. All competitive cars must hold valid Green Card or insurance of civil liability. Entrants must comply with Latvian Republic traffic laws throughout the event. 

7.
Advertising

Starting numbers, rally plates and Organizer’s advertising should be affixed on competitive car before scrutineering. 

Spaces of advertising will be shown at Bulletin. 

Infringement results in start refusal. 

8.
General obligations

8.1. Checking of driver’s safety equipment will take place at the scrutineering. 

8.2. ID card is not compulsory. 
8.3.
Starting numbers, rally plates
8.3.1.
Organizers will provide each crew with a rally plate to be affixed on the car complying with Bulletin for the whole duration of the rally. This plate should not cover the car’s registration number. 

8.3.2.
Organizers provide each crew with starting numbers to be affixed on both front doors of the car for the whole rally. 

8.4.
Reconnaissance

8.4.1.
The reconnaissance documents will be available for competitors at February 4, 2003 from 16:00 till 20:00 and at February 5, 2003 from 08:00 till 12:00, Rally HQ, Hotel of Gulbene, Gulbene, O.Kalpaka str.27a

8.4.2.
Organizer will hand out labels for recce cars and recce cards when an entrant is receiving reconnaissance documents.

8.4.3. When receiving recce documents, entrants must inform Organizer on details of the recce car and crew’s mobile phones. 

8.4.4.
Recce is allowed February 5, 2003 and February 6, 2003 from 9:00 till 17:00 SS 1-10. 

Only three passages may be driven on each SS, Fact Judges will register runs.

Shakedown (test stage) will not be organized.

Organizer has rights to change order of reconnaissance; in this case he must inform entrants at time of receiving recce documents. 

8.4.5.
It is allowed to use reconnaissance car complying with Code and Championship Regulations Art.5.2. Studded tires is allowed, if maximum overhang is not more 2.0 mm and number of studs does not exceed 250 per tire. 
8.4.6. Recce cards must be given to representatives of Organizer or to police if it is requested. Recce cards crew gives back at administrative check. 

8.4.7.
Crews are not allowed to drive in the opposite direction of the rally on the SS. 

8.4.8.
Maximum speed limits set by traffic laws or by Organizer is obligatory at reconnaissance. Use of radar detectors is forbidden. 

Crews must drive in a manner that does not endanger other traffic or cause inconvenience for people living near the stage roads. 

8.4.9. Consideration of reconnaissance rules will be controlled by Organizer and police. 

Unauthorized early reconnaissance before February 5, 2003 will be penalized by cash penalty 250 LVL.  Exceeding of permitted passage’s limit will be penalized complying with Stewards decision as far as start refusal. 

Penalties for infringements concerning to speed limit and other reconnaissance rules are complying with Championship regulations Art. 5.3., 5.4.

Organizer has rights to send relevant report to offender’s ASN.

9.
Running of the rally

9.1.
Running of the rally and individual/team classifications of the rally are complying to Code and Championship Regulations. 
9.2. Official time of the rally is Latvian time transmitted by program Nr.1 of Latvian Radio (at Gulbene and Madona - 103,5 mHz). The official time of rally could be checked out at Rally HQ. 

9.2. Pre-start Parc Ferme – February 7, 2003; from 07:30 (exit from PF for competitive car Nr.1 at 12:35), Technical control station of CSDD, Gulbene, Parka str.2

The crews are allowed to enter Parc Ferme 20 minutes before target exit time. 
9.3. Start of the rally – February 7, 2003 at 12:45 beside recreation center “Grodi”, Gulbene, O.Kalpaka str.60

9.4.
Starting intervals for each Leg are 2 minutes for first 15 crews and 1 minute for other crews. Labels for starting interval will be handed out at the start of Leg.
9.5.
Start of SS will be given as follows: 
Starting moment is the simultaneous cut-off moment of all 5 red lights on electronic starting device, placed alongside the start line. 

Starting clock shows seconds of pre-start last minute. On 55-th second first red light is switched on, on 56-th second 2.red light goes on etc, and on 59-th second the last (fifth) red light is switched on. On full minute (00 seconds) all five lights go out for the start moment. False start will be registered by electronic beam. 

9.6.
There will be a regroup after Section 1 and Section 3 to set new starting times for crews if there are retirements, but not to change staring order. 

There will be a regroup after Leg 1 to set new starting times for crews on the basis of Leg 1 results. 

9.7.
At the time control at the end of Leg 1(TC 4a) crews is authorized to check in before target time. 
9.8.
Competitive cars must arrive to final scrutineering at Technical control station of CSDD, Gulbene, Parka str.2 after the finish of the rally. Cars must be parked at the final Parc Ferme after final scrutineering. 
9.9. 
Servicing, refueling and changing of tires is allowed only within service areas alongside the route, specified in the Road Book. Infringements will result in exclusion. 

9.10. At service park “Kamenes” and service park “Gulbenes” entry is allowed only for competitive cars and service cars with label “Service” issued by Organizer. Only one service car is allowed for every competitive car. 

9.11. 
If a crew is involved in accident in which a member of public or the crew sustains physical injury, drivers must report on this immediately to next crews by using “Red croos” (complying with Championship Regulations Art.11). 

9.12. If the crew defaults carnet must be given to course-closing car (green car) equipped with green flashing light following the last competitive car. 

Infringement will result with cash penalty – 25 LVL.

10.
Summary of penalties 

10.1. Cash penalties for pre-start infringements must be paid when the crew arrives to administrative check. 

10.2. Cash penalties for infringements at rally time must be paid at rally secretariat 15 minutes after publishing of provisional results. 
10.3. Summary of penalties – Appendix 2.

11.
Protests and appeals

11.1. 
Entrant have rights hand in a protest about decision of marshals or about running or results of the rally to competitor’s relations officer in terms defined in Championship Regulations Art.9.2, 9.3. Protest must be addressed to Stewards and accompanied with protest fee 25 LVL.

11.2.
 If the protest requires dismantling and reassembly of diffeenntly parts of the car, the claimant must pay an additional deposit specified in Championship Regulations Art.13.2. 

11.3. Appeal fee set by Rally Commision of LAF for appeal at Rally Commission of LAF as the first instance – 50 LVL. 

Appeal fee set by Board of LAF for appeal at National Court of Appeal – 200 LVL. 
11.4. Appeal fee set by FIA for appeal at International Court of Appeal – 4600 EUR.
12.
Prize giving 

12.1. Best three crews in each class (group) will be awarded in classification of rally “Sarma 2003” if six or more crews participate at appropriate class (group).

Best team will be awarded in classification of Latvian Rally Championship. 

Organizer has rights to give special awards. 

12.2. Prize giving will take place on February 8, 2003 at 19:00, Culture center of Gulbene, Gulbene, O.Kalpaka str.60
